Romeo and Juliet Day
Lesson One. 

Go through the play* with the children – use the edited script and ask them to repeat any lines in chorus. Stop to talk about what those lines mean. The children should, using their rough books, take notes on the events and any important lines.

*There is an option of watching the play but it is a PG copy. There is one inappropriate scene and although it is a cartoon it may be unsuitable.   

Lesson Two
Using some articles from newspapers, get the children to work together underlining and making notes on the features of a newspaper article.
The children should begin to think about who they would like to focus their article on. Write some questions for an interview with a character. 

Lesson Three
With the help of some costumes, get some more able children to HOTSEAT the various characters. The rest of the class should take detailed notes from this Q & A session. 

Lessons 4 and 5
Using the interview notes and the notes about the events of the play give out some A3 paper and, in groups, ask the children to produce a newspaper page. They will need some illustrations, the interview and an article. Possible extensions may include Shakespearean adverts.

Rewards

1 bug per person to be awarded to the group who exhibit the greatest level of teamwork and cooperation. 

1 bug each to the group with the best newspaper article (in theory these awards should go to the same group). 

Along with House-points etc. to anyone who deserves a special mention.
