	Objective
	To understand the use of the apostrophe in contracted forms of words
	To revise and investigate links between meaning and spelling when using affixes.

	Revisit, Explain, Use
	Show examples of where apostrophes are used in newspaper headlines. Highlight the apostrophes. Why has it been used? Emphasise that the apostrophe represents missing letters not the joining of two words. Demonstrate this. Pupils to work in pairs, with one person stating a sentence with contracted form of words, and the other repeating the sentence with the long form.
	Recap prior learning about prefixes and suffixe, revising the meaning of both. Explain that affix is the general term for a prefix or suffix, and give examples of words where both are present, eg disappeared. Invite other examples.

	Teach, Model, Define
	Demonstrate the use of apostrophe by writing a couple of examples, again emphasising that the apostrophe represents missing letters and must be placed correctly. List some  of the most common contractions. Can pupils write the full  form on whiteboards? Explain the special case of it’s and its, and ask pupils which form fits in sentences given.
	Explain that the English language has many other languages linked into it, with many prefixes coming from these other languages. Ask pupils to work out the meaning of auto- (self), circum- (around), tele- (distant) and trans- (across). Can they find any words that use these prefixes?

	Practise, Explore, Investigate
	Pupils to find examples of contracted words in their books and to write the contracted word and its full form.
	Pupils should select five words with prefixes ir suffixes that they didn’t know before, then look up the meaning of each in a dictionary.

	Practise, Explore, Investigate
	Pupils to write sentences using contracted forms of words, and then write the sentences with the full form of words.
	Pupil to find words to which more than one suffix could be added.

	Apply, Assess, reflect
	Pupils to write three contractions and their full forms on whiteboards and show. They should then write the contracted forms of given words.
	Revise the term affix, inviting examples of words containing affixes. Dictate two sentences containing affixes.
