	LI: To be able to identify and locate countries of significance on a map.

LI: To be able to use secondary sources of information to investigate places.

	What links do I have with the outside world?
Introduce the lesson and topic. Brainstorm how other countries are involved in your life (e.g. relatives live there, home country, somewhere you have been on holiday, food comes from there, TV and music comes from there). Looking at a world map, ask the children where their relatives live and mark and name the places on a world map. Ask the children to collect a range of food packages and identify the places or countries of origin. Display the packages and 'locate' them on a world map.
Activity: Children use a world map to show their links to the world. They can colour code the different types (e.g. friends and family, holidays, food, music etc...) 
Using the atlases, in pairs/threes, children find a country that they would like to focus on for the rest of the topic. Try and get them to pick a country that they are unfamiliar with, to create the largest learning opportunity.

	LI: To be able to   collect information using an interview survey

	How do we find out about places?
Start by brainstorming how can we find out about other countries. Distinguish these between primary and secondary sources. Explain that today they are going to use the internet to try and find different facts about varying countries.

Activity: Children to fill in the table below using the Internet as their main resource (Using google type CIA Worldfactbook in the search box, click on the first choice).
Bring children back together and discuss how could we collect primary evidence? We want to find out why people go on holiday and what they are looking for when they go. 

Children to create a questionnaire to find out where people have been on holiday and why they chose that location. Create a multiple choice so we can graph the results (e.g. sun, beach, snow, skiing facilities, location, distance from home etc...)

	How can we find out where places are?

Start the lesson by locating the holiday destinations that the children found out about during their questionnaire on a class map. Where are the popular destinations? Why do you think they are popular?
Ask pairs of children to think about their ‘adopted’ city and research it. A possible starting point would be to plot the weather over a week using the daily weather data provided by a national newspaper or on the internet. 

Ask the children to produce an information/tourist guide about their location. Literacy: these activities provide children with the opportunity to apply their knowledge of non-chronological writing by producing a report.
Decide as a class what information needs to be in the information guide. For example:
