	Introduction
Introduce terminology imperial units. Explain that we don’t use these in the UK but that they are still used in America. Gather prior knowledge. Introduce terms like miles, gallons, pints, ounces, stones, pounds etc.

Explain that today we are going to look at yards feet and inches, has anyone ever heard the words feet and inches before? In what context? Talk about going into Subway and buying a six-inch or a foot-long. Show the children the breads from Subway that are six-inch and foot-long. Explain that in America they still use this system of feet and inches.(Dominoes pizza, 9inch, 13inch)
Show children the relationship between yards, feet and inches on the board. Explain that there are twelve inches in a foot and that there are three feet in a yard. So can anyone figure out how many inches are in a yard? (Thirty-six). 

Then show children a large ruler on the whiteboard and discuss how many centimetres is in an inch, conclude that it is roughly 2.5

Development

Children will work in mixed ability pairs. Children will use measuring tapes to measure their partner, first in metres and then in feet and inches. They will record these heights on a shared sheet. 

Children will then measure the length of their hand first in cm, then in inches. Children will repeat this for their feet.

They will then be asked to work out how many yards high they are e.g. 5 foot six inches would be one yard, two feet and six inches.
Plenary

Discuss the children’s measurements – discover who had the longest foot, which child was tallest etc. Children will use follow-me cards concerning feet and inches e.g. I have two inches, who has six more inches than me – I have eight inches, who has four more than me, I have one foot etc.
