Olympic Flag Pin Badge
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Materials Needed:
· 14 - 1 1/16 inch Safety Pins

· 1 - 2 inch Safety Pin

· Seed Beads (see picture above for colours needed)

Instructions:
Follow this pattern and the basic directions to complete this project.

Open a safety pin, and slip the seed beads onto it. Once all beads are in place, close the safety pin. You may want to use the needle-nose pliers to pinch the end of the safety pin so it will not pop open later. Repeat this step until all the safety pins are beaded.
Now you are ready to put all the beaded pins onto a larger safety pin. Open the large safety pin.  Use the flat-head screwdriver to slightly pry apart the coils at the end of the large pin.  (I use a knife and carefully slide it between the coils)
Slip the loop of the first beaded safety pin onto the large one. Pull it down to the loop at the base of the large pin. Pull it around the loop and up the back-side of the pin. Repeat this for each beaded safety pin.

Once all your beaded safety pins are on your larger pin, use the pliers and squeeze the loop to close it. You can now pin your new safety pin jewellery onto your shirt, hat, shoelaces, etc.

PATTERN:  The numbers on each column is in descending order so that you can see the flag as would be when facing you.

Each number column represents a pin; for example starting with column 1, your first pin will 2 white, 2 red & 6 white.
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
