	Play the School Link board game in which players travel from the UK to Pakistan. Players use atlases, maps, holiday brochures and the internet to research the route, eg countries travelled, transport taken etc in order to answer questions to get around the board.

Using this information design a page for a holiday brochure 
	-Prepare a simple commentary to show a route to Pakistan.

-Describe what Kasur is like.
	N.B. Providing travel brochures will also help balance the rural stereotypical view that may be forming of Pakistan

	Use School Link to research the daily routines of the children in the village.

Complete own weekly timetable and compare with contrasting locality.

Complete daily routine diaries and record similarities and differences between schools. Where would children prefer to go to school? Why is education important?

	What are the homes of the children in Kasur district like?
	-To use ICT to access information

	Draw and describe similarities and differences between children’s’ own homes and those in Kasur using photographic evidence and illustrations drawn by children in Kasur.
	-Are aware of, and able to discuss, the main similarities and differences in homes

-How climate relates to type of houses built. 
	Opportunities to link with ICT and Design 
Be sensitive to the fact that there will be some children who may have negative as well as positive feelings towards their homes. They could therefore be given the choice of drawing fictional homes.

	What is the main type of work in Kasur?
	-To use secondary resources

-To identify the jobs people do

-About similarities and differences between places

-To identify land use

-To begin to understand the relationship between location, land use and economic activity.
	Use School Link to research the jobs that are held by the people in the village. Explores types of jobs and roles held by women, men and children. Discuss reasons for this.  Use this information to contrast with what people do in the UK. Write a job advertisement.
	-Are aware of economic activities

-Are linked to resources available
	Be sensitive to the fact that there will be some children may not want to discuss or may not know what jobs their parents have. Children should be given the opportunity to pass.

	How do people sell and trade goods in Kasur?
	-To use secondary sources

-To understand how goods are sold in the village

-To understand how places relate to each other

-About similarities and differences between places
	Using photographs and written evidence compare the markets in Kasur with a market place in their own locality. 

(eg what they eat, how far the nearest town is, how the goods are displayed and stored, fixed prices/bartering etc)
	-Use secondary resources to identify and record similarities and differences between our locality and Kasur

-Understand how different places are connected to each other.
	DT (design, prepare and cook a lentil – Dhal dish) 

	What are the main similarities and differences between our locality and Kasur? 
	-To use ICT to access information

-About similarities and differences -between places


	Record similarities and differences between their own locality and the village in Kasur District. Is the village in Kasur District typical of all of Pakistan? What are the main similarities and differences between village life and life in a large town in the less economically developed country?
	-Review and reflect on what they have found out and how it has affected their initial thinking

-Understand ways in which the village is similar to, and different from, their own locality.
	N.B. This session allows the children the opportunities to develop a broader, more accurate view of life in a less economically developed country.
