Numeracy: 2D Shape
Learning Intention: To consolidate recognition of 2D shapes and simple properties
Success Criteria

· Name the shapes shown
· Discuss and point out corners and edges
· Participate in the task using positive language
· Co-operate with partner during the task

· Use the interactive board & lapboards during the lesson
Preparation

· Interactive whiteboard




· 2D Shapes/shape stencils/pattern blocks
· Lapboards & pens
Introduction – mental maths starter
· Share the L.I with the class
· Play the ‘Shape Memory Game’ www.primaryresources.co.uk using the interactive whiteboard – each child gets a turn 

Middle Phase

· PowerPoint presentation on ‘What Shape Am I?’ – Discuss each slide
· Group 1: Make a 2D shape picture using pattern blocks

· Group 2: Create a 2D shape family using 2D shape stencils
· Group 3: Pupils challenge group members to correctly guess their shape and select it on the interactive board

Plenary
· In pairs the children describe a 2D shape to their partner, who draws it on the lapboard – self checking for accuracy

· Assess the lesson according to the success criteria
Thinking Skills

· Explain their methods and opinions and the reasons for choices and actions

· Check that they are achieving their purpose by talking about what they are learning
Numeracy: 2D Shape
Learning Intention: Pupils sort shapes using different attributes - shape, size and colour 

Success Criteria

· Name the shapes shown
· Discuss reasons for placing the shape in certain hoop

· Participate in the task using positive language
· Co-operate with partner/group during the task

· Use the interactive board during the lesson

Preparation

· Interactive whiteboard/computer




· 2D Shapes/hoops

Introduction – mental maths starter

· Share the L.I with the class
· Play 2D Shape reveal using: www.ngflcymru.org.uk/vtc/ngfl/maths/maerdy_2d/rnd_frames.asp 
Middle Phase

· Children sort the 2D shapes into two hoops using 2 criteria eg. Blue and 3 sides, big and 0 corners etc

· Challenge the children to make up their own criteria

Plenary

· Question time: in pairs select a shape and partner asks questions in order to discover the shape – record how many questions were asked

· Assess the lesson according to the success criteria

Thinking Skills

· Explain their methods and opinions and the reasons for choices and actions

· Check that they are achieving their purpose by talking about what they are learning

· Working together as a group, turn taking and co-operating with each other
Literacy Lesson

Learning Intention: Write a description of a 2D Shape based on the style of a wanted poster

Success Criteria
· Discuss the shapes
· Sequence the pictures in the correct order

· Use complete sentences when writing

· Respond positively to each other’s work
Introduction

· www.primaryresources.co.uk:downloads – shape reveal
· Discuss why some of the shapes were harder to work out than other
Middle Phase

· Orally describe a shape and the children have to select it

· Explain the need for a wanted poster

· In pairs the children select a shape and write a description of it on the wanted poster: talk about giving it a name – refer to the shape stencil family, size and colour

Plenary

· Encourage the children to share their posters with the rest of the class
Thinking Skills
· Listen to and share ideas and experiences
· Ask more focused questions about the task
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
