Backyard Cricket
What you need:
· 2 x cricket bats

· 2 x stumps

· Plenty of cones to mark boundary if playing on an oval
· Enthusiastic players

How to play:

· Play a game of modified cricket either on the basketball courts (use the nets as boundaries for fours and sixes) or on the oval (with cones used to mark the boundary).

· With a large class, this game could be split into two smaller games
· Use modified ‘backyard rules’
· Tippy go rule – you must run when you hit the ball

· If out on the first ball – you are not out

· One hand one bounce – you can catch the ball with one hand if it bounces once, and the batter will be out

· Batters can also be run out, bowled, stumped or caught as normal
· No LBW
· Bowlers can bowl cricket style or throw the ball
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
