Rubbish or recycle game
Cut out the ‘options’ for your unwanted goods / rubbish and laminate.
Cut up and laminate the ‘unwanted items / rubbish’ and laminate.

Discuss the time required for various items to break down – see list below.

Ask children what we can do with our unwanted items / rubbish, and the children who give the correct answers become the leader for that option.

There are then enough items for the rest of the class to all participate.  Afterwards discuss how much stuff can be reused and recycled and the benefits of doing so.
· Banana skins / fruit peelings - 2 years 

· Cigarette ends - 2 years 

· Drinks cans - 80 - 100 years 

· Plastic carrier bags - 10 years 

· Glass - 100 000 years 

· Plastic bottles – indefinite
As well as the unsightly look of discarded rubbish, children should be reminded of the dangers it can pose to people and to animals.
· Plastic can holders can choke - cut them into pieces 
· Fishing line can strangle - especially birds 

· Broken glass bottles can cut 

· Balloons and plastic bags can kill
