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Dangerous Decay





Instructions

After printing, colour one of the teeth with black pen – make it look decayed. Print/blow up board to A3, cut and laminate cards.

There may not be enough questions but these can be easily edited or duplicated.

Each player starts in the middle.

Taking turn about, each player/team answers a question. If they answer correctly they move towards the perfect tooth, if wrong, move towards decayed tooth. Winner is first to perfect tooth.
